same as boys”

Mr Brian Gardiner, head of the
school said: “If the girls want to stay
warm they can wear tights. Skirts look
better on girls. A lot of the girls who wear
trousers do not look tidy. Trousers can
be part of the uniform | but only for boys.

Qur uniform is quite clearly defined —
| don’t think we would allow boys to wear
skirts. If parents want their daughters to
wear trousers they shotild send them
