How to write an article:
You start with Paragraph 1- Introduction
In the introduction you :
– think of a title that will catch the reader’s attention
_ ask them a question)
Phrases you can use in the introduction:
Addressing the reader
Have you ever..
You absolutely must …
Can you imagine …
I must tell you about …

REMEMBER: It’s a semi-formal/ informal piece of writing make it interesting by including a range of language, e.g. adjectives and adverbs
 Phrases you can use to in the 2nd and 3rd paragraph:
Giving a strong opinion 
It’s absolutely stunning / terrible (strong adjective).
It took my breath away.
I will never forget it.
There’s nothing in the world like it.

Adding and developing ideas
For a start .. Secondly. / Thirdly./ Finally….
On top of that….
I must also mention …
In the last paragraph you :
– finish with a sentence which summarises what you have said
– end with an interesting last sentence
– give your opinion or express your feeling
Phrases you can use to end the letter
Personally, I think / find / believe …
In my view…. One thing I love / remember …
I’ll never forget …
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
