Requirements of your presentation:
1. The presentation should last 5 minutes (between 4 and 6). Keep track of your time.
2. Present in English.
3. Talk about your recently read novel, chosen from the list on Wikiwijs.
4. You are allowed to use a Powerpoint or Prezi presentation..
5. Use keywords only, about 20 max per presentation.

Contents of the presentation:
1. Material from Litlovers.com: talk about at least 3 of the literary terms from Litlovers, and explain them extensively by referring to your book. Choose from the following: characters, plot, setting, themes, point of view, imagery, title, irony.
2. Answer at least 2 of the following questions:
a. Is the ending satisfying? If so, why? If not, why not...and how would you change it?
b. If you could ask the author a question, what would you ask? Have you read other books by the same author? If so how does this book compare. If not, does this book inspire you to read others?
c. Has this novel changed you—broadened your perspective? Have you learned something new or been exposed to different ideas about people or a certain part of the world?

3. What passage strikes you as insightful or profound? It could be a funny dialogue, or a plot twist, or a highlight of a character, or even something of thematic significance? Read the fragment out loud (half a page at most!) and explain why you have chosen this fragment and why it is significant.
4. How did you experience the book (amused, sad, disturbed, confused, bored…..)? Were you engaged immediately, or did it take you a while to get into it? This is where you present your own opinion.
