Locations

If you're an experienced climber and baker, we suggest the taj mahal. With it having a
pretty round shape it’s hard to find a good foundation to bake on, isn't it? This one is
only if you have a few years of experience and you truly want a challenge. And it's
super hard to get down again!

Points

The players are going to win points in two ways: with your cupcake and with how fast
you are in the whole process of getting up, decorating the cupcake and then also
getting down again. You have hundred and eighty minutes to do everything! How
many minutes you did it will become your score. For example, if you did it in 142
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minutes you have 142 points. Then if you're on the ground again Gordon Ramsay can
give you zero to twenty five points for the presentation of the cupcake. Those points
will be subtracted from your total points. He can also give you zero to ten points for
flavor,

Those points will of course also be subtracted from your points. The person with the
least points wins an epic glorious victory!

Rules

There aren’t that many rules in Wonder climbing, however there are still some things
that everyone needs to do to make it enjoyable for everyone.
Let’s start with equipment. You may carry a backpack with you for your equipment.
For decorating gear there are no limits, you can bring pretty much anything that won't
benefit you with climbing.
For climbing equipment there are some rules, you can't use any vehicle for example.
It’s also isn’t allowed to bring any other person or support to help you.
It’s also forbidden to go inside the wonder.
A popular way of climbing is to use ice climbing equipment, but there are definitely
other ways to accomplish your goal.
If you are a good rope walker for example, you could set up a rope from one building
to the top of the statue of liberty. Because it is allowed to go in other buildings, you
do need to start at the same spot as your competitors.
It’s also strictly forbidden to sabotage any of your competitors, you will be banned
immediately because we want to keep the sport fun for everyone!

You as a sportsperson are going to make some drama, so if Gordon actually likes the
food you’re disqualified!
