	causing, or made in a way that causes, little or no damage to the environment and therefore able to continue for a long time

	Reliable
	someone or something that is reliable can be trusted or believed because he, she, or it works or behaves well in the way you expect

	Infrastructure
	the basic systems and services, such as transport and power supplies, that a country or organization uses in order to work effectively

	Power plant
	a building where electricity is produced

	Insulation
	material that is used to stop heat, sound, or electricity from escaping or entering

	Emission(s)
	an amount of gas, heat, light, etc. that is sent out




	Municipality
	a city or town with its own local government, or the local government itself

	Carbon neutral
	if an organization, activity, etc. is carbon-neutral, it does not add to the total amount of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere, for example by doing things such as planting trees in order to remove as much carbon dioxide as it creates

	Renewable energy
	energy that is produced using the sun, wind, etc., or from crops, rather than using fuels such as oil or coal

	Ecosystem
	all the living things in an area and the way they affect each other and the environment

	Depletion
	a reduction in something, or the act of reducing it

	Deforestation
	the cutting down of trees in a large area, or the destruction of forests by people

	Biodiversity
	the number and types of plants and animals that exist in a particular area or in the world generally, or the problem of protecting this

	Ecology
	the relationships between the air, land, water, animals, plants, etc., usually of a particular area, or the scientific study of this

	Carbon dioxide
	the gas formed when carbon is burned, or when people or animals breathe out

	Greenhouse gas
	a gas that causes the greenhouse effect, especially carbon dioxide

	Greenhouse effect
	an increase in the amount of carbon dioxide and other gases in the atmosphere (= mixture of gases around the earth), that is believed to be the cause of a gradual warming of the surface of the earth
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
