	to cause someone or something to be accepted generally

	To cope
	to deal successfully with a difficult situation

	To resonate with
	If an experience or memory resonates, it makes you feel an emotional connection

	To indict
	If a law court or a grand jury indicts someone, it accuses them officially of a crime

	To integrate
	to mix with and join society or a group of people, often changing to suit their way of life, habits, and customs

	
	

	Diversity
	the fact of many different types of things or people being included in something; a range of different things or people

	Equality
	the right of different groups of people to have a similar social position and receive the same treatment

	Equity
	the situation in which everyone is treated fairly according to their needs

	Inclusion
	the idea that everyone should be able to use the same facilities, take part in the same activities, and enjoy the same experiences

	Identity
	a person's name and other facts about who they are

	Discrimination
	treating a person or particular group of people differently, especially in a worse way from the way in which you treat other people, because of their race, gender, sexuality, etc.

	Sexism
	(actions based on) the belief that the members of one sex are less intelligent, able, skilful, etc. than the members of the other sex, especially that women are less able than men

	Homophobia
	harmful or unfair things a person does based on a fear or dislike of gay people or queer people (= people who do not fit a society’s traditional ideas about gender or sexuality)

	Racism
	policies, behaviours, rules, etc. that result in a continued unfair advantage to some people and unfair or harmful treatment of others based on race

	Ableism
	policies, behaviours, rules, etc. that result in unfair or harmful treatment of disabled people

	Transphobia
	harmful or unfair things, policies, behaviour based on a fear or dislike of transgender and non-binary people

	
	

	Genocide
	the crime of intentionally destroying part or all of a national, ethnic, racial, or religious group, by killing people or by other methods

	Civil rights
	the rights that each person has in a society, whatever their race, sex, or religion

	Privilege
	an advantage that only one person or group of people has, usually because of their position or because they are rich

	Ignorant
	not having enough knowledge, understanding, or information about something

	Bigoted
	having strong, unreasonable beliefs and disliking other people who have different beliefs or a different way of life

	Bias
	the action of supporting or opposing a particular person or thing in an unfair way, because of allowing personal opinions to influence your judgment

	Justice
	fairness in the way people are dealt with

	Acquittal
	the decision of a court that someone is not guilty

	Disparity
	a lack of equality or similarity, especially in a way that is not fair

	Conservative
	tending to emphasize the importance of preserving traditional cultural and religious values, and to oppose change, esp. sudden change

	Progressive
	Progressive ideas or systems are new and modern, encouraging change in society or in the way that things are done

	Wage
	a particular amount of money that is paid to an employee

	Women’s suffrage
	Women’s right to vote in an election

	(police) brutality
	behaviour that is very cruel or violent and showing no feelings for others, or an act of this type

	Society
	Maatschappij

	Sign language
	Gebarentaal

	Mandatory
	made necessary, usually by law or by some other rule

	Refugee
	a person who has escaped from their own country for political, religious, or economic reasons or because of a war

	Immigrant
	a person who has come to a different country in order to live there permanently

	Team in favour of the statement

	Negative (team)
	Team against the statement

	Weerlegging van een ander argument
