Passive = by someone else

Continuous= (Nl. aan het..)

Perfect: 	Past Perfect: super past! You’re talking about the past and mention 
something that happened even before that
(E.g He was angry because someone had stolen his bike.)

Present Perfect: now + how long (I have worked here for 10 years.)
				  OR: you see the result now (He has broken his leg.)

		Future Perfect: something will be finished in the future 
(e.g. I will have checked your tests next Monday)
