LIFE IN THE MIDDLE AGES
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Background

The Middle Ages occurred after the Classical Age of ancient Greece and Rome and before the Renaissance. This time is also known as the Medieval Period (coming from the Latin medium aevum which means "the middle ages." Life in the Middle Ages was very different from life today.  The Middle Ages was a time of chivalry, quests, feudalism, and often war.  The Middle Ages found some people living very prosperous lives while others only survived from day to day. 
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You will be assigned the role of a person living during the Middle Ages.  You will research what life was like for you during this time period and then relate information about your life through pictures and diary entries. There are different requirements which much be fulfilled for each role as can be seen below. 
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Procedure 
You will select a card from a series of regular playing cards.  The card chosen represents the person you will research and report on during this activity.  These cards/persons are below along with the assignment for that card. Your final product may consist of drawings, images, pictures and written reports. Diary entries should reflect the life of that person.

	Describe or provide a drawing of your manor/castle, a map of your lands, your family coat of arms, and write two diary entries.

	Describe or provide a drawing of your weapons and armour, your shield, the process you went through to become a knight, and write one diary entry.

	Steward
	Describe your role in the manor, describe one of the court cases you have overseen, write two diary entries.

	Bailiff
	Describe your role in the manor, draw or describe your clothing, write three diary entries.

	Monk
	Describe life in the monastery, your role in writing, and as a scholar, describe the process of putting together a book.

	Merchant
	Describe life in the town, describe your trade and the apprentices working for you, write two diary entries

	Peasant Farmer
	Describe your life as a farmer, your clothing, your crops, and your dwelling, describe the hardships you must endure and write one diary entry.

	Joker 
	Court Musician
	Describe the instruments you play, your role at court, describe some of the events you have witnessed, describe the music you perform and write one diary entry.
