INSTRUCTIONS

Protect CMT-Test liquid from heat, light and low temperature. Sediment
can be found in liquid that has been exposed to low temperature. The
liquid can be made reusable by storing in a heated room.

12 ml test liquid allows the test to be
completed on all four quarters in less
than a minute.

1) Squeeze a small amount of milk out
of each teat into the corresponding
quarter of the paddie. Avoid frothing
the milk.

2) Tip surplus milk out of
paddle leaving only 2 ml
milk in each segment
(use the 2 ml line as a
guide).

3) Add 3 ml CMT-Test liquid
into each segment of the
paddle. One press of the
pump is equal to 3 ml.

4) Mix well by gently moving in a circu-
lar motion. (Change in consistency
indicates an increase in the cell con-
tent of the milk.)

Empty and wash the test-paddle in water after each use, then the paddie

\ is again ready for use.
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The mixture of milk and test
liquid stays unchanged and
can easily be shaken.
