The modern Halloween is similar to the customs of the Celtic people because many immigrants came to America and brought their beliefs and traditions with them. The carving of a Jack-O-Lantern is thought to come from the tradition of Irish children.  They would carve potatoes or turnips and light them for their Halloween celebrations.  The name Jack came from an Irish man who people thought was so wicked neither heaven or the devil wanted him. Jack is thought to have walked the earth looking for a place to rest.
Trick or Treating is thought to have come from the English people when they celebrated the religious  festival of  “All Saints Day.”  On this day, the poor would beg for food and would be given “Soul Cakes”. Halloween in America is celebrated on October 31st. The celebrations are held in towns, schools, churches, and homes.  Most children still dress in costumes and continue to trick or treat in safe neighborhoods or attend festivals at churches or schools.
