The Festival is regularly approached about the availability of different types of
jobs. In fact, the numbers employed directly by the Festival are relatively small.
If you want to work in event management, stage management, rigging and
staging, sound, lighting, electrics, plumbing, event security, tent contractors and
so on, the Festival cannot really help you. Many, if not all, of these specialists
are employed by different event management companies that have established,
experienced crew who return year on year – as do most of the organisers
running performance fields.

Cash and Traffic management employ car parking staff between the Sunday
before the Festival until the Monday after the Festival – staff are required to
work a minimum of four 12-hour shifts. Similarly DC Site Services employ staff
to assist with running the campervan and caravan fields. They also supply
checkers at vehicle gates and staff the onsite vehicle chaperone service.

Market traders do require staff, but in the main they recruit people who live near
them and whom they know. If you know traders who come to the Festival, get in
touch with them early, as they have a limited number of passes for each stall. If
you go to the Festival and find you are getting a bit short of cash, you might try
and find traders of food stalls that are rushed off their feet; some of them will
employ extra staff who are already on site.

Their fans, who are known as the Warriors, are begged to be nice to one another and stay positive. However, the band resist being defined by their God-fearing ways. The dreadlocked front man, Sonny, recently stated: “We don’t
go out there and give a sermon
when we get on stage; we don’t shove anything down anybody’s throat. But we sing about what’s real in our life.” Still, after nearly a decade of peddling their wares to reluctant audiences, POD finally seem to be getting their message across. Their latest album, Satellite, went platinum within a week of its release in America. Outselling POD in the States are Creed, a metal act who sound like a cross between Soundgarden and Metallica (don’t they all?). Unlike POD, Creed are brimming with attitude and bent on converting the masses. 
3  On the face of it, religion and
heavy metal may seem as unlikely a combination as the Spice Girls and IQ, but in reality they couldn’t be better matched. Metal is, after all, one of the more conventional genres in pop. The music adheres to a well-worn formula – noisy guitars, throaty vocals, lots of rage – while fans must give themselves over to a strict dress-code. Furthermore, its practitioners can guarantee themselves a constant
supply of impressionable teenagers.
4  But religious rock remains thin
on the ground in the UK. In this
country, musicians with a penchant for preaching are greeted with a mixture of suspicion and mirth. The indie-pop act Delirious? are perhaps the only openly religious group to have reached beyond their
Christian flock of fans and had a couple of Top 20 hits. But their singer, Martin Smith, believes that their fortunes have been restrained by their religious standpoint. Despite their main-stream status,
they have been virtually ignored by the music press.
5  Of course, the Lord and
popular music have a long history. Spirituality in music can be traced back to early blues and gospel, while religion has had a profound effect on some of the greatest icons
that pop has seen: just look at its influence on Elvis Presley, Jerry Lee Lewis and Marvin Gaye, or the Beatles’ transformation from teen idols to spiritual pilgrims.
6  A distinction must be drawn
between artists with religious
convictions and those who use the stage as a pulpit. From the
Osmonds and Cliff Richard to
Missy Elliott and Moby, it’s
commonplace for artists to express their beliefs publicly without preaching through their music. There have also been a few rock stars who have enjoyed the benefits of the rock’n’roll lifestyle before rejecting their sinful ways and embracing Jesus. There was Bob Dylan’s great religious conversion in the Eighties, which resulted in his delivering evangelical speeches at his shows. But perhaps the greatest balance of sin and salvation has been pulled off by Johnny Cash, an artist who acknowledges his sinful deeds in his music while praising the Lord at every turn.
Amen to that.

His friend turned away.
As he stood alone near the bar, Noel calculated that, as he was twenty-eight, this meant
he had not seen his mother for nineteen years. He had not even known she was in Ireland
and, as he looked around carefully, he did not think that he would recognize her. His friends
knew that his parents had separated but none of them knew the bitterness of the split and the years of silence which had ensued.
Recently, Noel had learned from his father that she had written to Noel in the early years
and that his father had returned each letter to her unopened. Colonial borders hamper Africa's trade renaissance

NEARLY ONE-THIRD OF African
countries celebrated their 50th
anniversary of independence
this year. High time, some might say, to stop blaming European powers for the political frailties and economic
fragmentation associated with the
continent's colonial inheritance.
However, Africa's colonial legacy
continues to complicate development
and frustrate the evolution of business
at least in one respect: the borders
carved out by Europe's colonialists. As
Mo Ibrahim, the Sudanese telecoms
mogul turned philanthropist, points out,
sub-Saharan African countries spend
large sums on maintaining embassies.
Each has to furnish 48 ambassadors
with 48 limousines, 48 embassy
buildings and the staff to fill them ─ one in each country where they require
representation.
Businesses operating on the
continent face a similar dilemma as
they seek to expand. Economic
integration is the obvious antidote, and
to varying degrees regional trading
blocs are forging ahead with customs
unions, easing working restrictions and
planning common monetary policies.
But progress is still hampered by
lack of follow-through, and fears remain among less developed countries that they will be dominated by the big regional powers ─ Nigeria in the west, Kenya in the east and South Africa in the south.
On average, only 10-12 per cent of
African trade takes place among
African nations. Infrastructure is still
geared towards exports, as it was in
colonial times. Railways and roads
often lead to marine ports rather than
linking countries over land.
Even where there have been
advances in harmonising tariffs and
easing restrictions on the flow of people and goods, reality on the ground often trails. The cost of trucking a container from Mombasa, Kenya, to Kigali, Rwanda, 930 miles and three border crossings away, can be three times the price of shipping it from the US. Bribes at weighbridges and roadblocks add more than $1,000 to costs.

The momentum is beginning to
gather, however. Institutions such as
the African Development Bank now
prioritise infrastructure projects that
foster regional integration. Chinese
financing is helping to resurrect some
of the pan-continental railway projects.
The big African banks are spreading
from state to state. Telecoms
companies are harmonising their
operations to gain economies of scale.
Trade statistics barely capture what is
perhaps an even bigger force: the
informal sector, which traditionally has
paid less heed to borders.

Himalayan balsam

ALTHOUGH it hails from a remote
region of the western Himalayas, this
plant now looks entirely at home on
the banks of English rivers. Brought to
the UK in 1839, it quickly escaped from
Victorian gardens and colonised river
banks and damp woodlands. Now it is
spreading across Europe, New Zealand,
Canada and the US.
This is Himalayan balsam
(Impatiens glandulifera), also known
as policeman’s helmet because of its
resemblance to the British bobby’s
headgear. But don’t be fooled by its
prettiness – this is one of the most
aggressive weeds in the world.
Why so prolific? In the Himalayas
the plant is held in check by various
pests, but take these away and it grows
and reproduces unhindered. A single
plant can reach 3 metres tall and
produce 2500 seeds, which it
discharges explosively over distances
of up to 7 metres.
That alone doesn’t explain its
spread: humans have helped. The plant
is a particular favourite of bee-keepers
because it flowers for longer than most
other plants and produces nectar
higher in sugar than any native
European flower. Other people just like
its looks and take it with them on their
travels.
That isn’t good news for local
plants. Once Himalayan balsam
arrives, other plants don’t get a lookin.
There is a dramatic drop in native
plant diversity, in some places by up to
25 per cent. And when it dies down
each winter, its bulky stalks can clog
streams, causing flooding. This leaves
river banks bare and liable to erode.
So what can be done? The plant
can be pulled up by hand or easily
destroyed with weedkiller, but this is
hard work and time-consuming, not to
mention expensive. A whopping £300
million would be needed to tackle the
UK alone.
Enter Rob Tanner, a biocontrol
scientist at CABI, a non-profit
agricultural organisation based near
London. Tanner wants to combat the
problem by introducing the plant’s
natural predators into the areas to
which it has spread. Last year, he and
colleague Harry Evans travelled to
Pakistan to hunt them down. After
scaling remote mountain faces, he
found the killers he was looking for,
including four insects and three fungal
pathogens.
Releasing these organisms in the
UK and elsewhere would kill the
Himalayan balsam but they could also
endanger other plants and animals. So
Tanner is currently studying them in
his lab. If they turn out only to attack
the balsam, he hopes to release them
into the wild within five years. Then
the task of halting the spread of this
alien invader can begin, and
Himalayan balsam can return to
obscurity.

1 CAJOLING bored friends to keep playing with you is not limited to humans. A gorilla that
wants to continue a game will also try to do this, and will even deliberately lose if necessary.
This hints that gorillas may have "theory of mind" ─ the capacity to attribute mental states to others.

4 Because the gorillas seem to be taking account of the thoughts of others, they are showing some theory of mind competence, says Byrne, although they do not pass a standard theory-of-mind test called the false belief test, which looks at the ability to infer another's perspective. Nevertheless, Byrne says that taking another individual's thoughts into account might not be unique to humans.
