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Foreword 

The atlas is one of the most important books that you will need during geography this year. A tremendous amount of information can be found in the atlas, i.e. it can show you the exact location of Ermelo and can even give an accurate estimation of how much cattle there is  being held Flevoland. The Groevenbeek makes usage of De Grote Bosatlas. Note that you must have an atlas that comes from the 54th or 55th print. Make sure you get yourself one of these atlases since you will need one plenty of times in order to make your homework and to help you in a GP. Note that you do not have to bring your atlas to class every single time! Your teacher will tell you when to bring your atlas. The pictures below will show you the front cover of the atlas that you will be required to have. If this front cover does not match your atlas’s, you will have to ask your parents to buy you the correct atlas.

§1 Kind of maps
The maps in De Grote Bosatlas can be divided in five groups:
· General maps of North, Middle and South Holland
· Political geographical or Physical geographical index maps (Staatkundige of Natuurkundige overzichtskaarten);
· Thematic maps (Thematische kaarten);
· Topographic maps (Topografische kaarten);
· Municipality maps (Gemeente kaarten).
What do these maps look like? What is the difference between these maps? In this chapter we will study every different kind of map separately. 

§1.1 Index map Holland (Overzichtskaart Nederland)
The large map of Holland is divided in three areas and can be found on page 24 up to and including 29 for the 54th print, and on page 20 up to and including 25 for the 55th print. The   colours on the map tell you how the soil is used. The general legend will tell you the meaning of the colours that are used on this map. This legend can be found at the beginning of your atlas.

§1.2 Index maps (Overzichtskaarten) 
Index maps give information about a specific area. I.e. a continent, a country or a specific area of a country or city. The information is usually given by usage of lines and coloured  areas. You can, for example, find index maps of the world and Europe in De Grote Bos Atlas.
· Political geographical index maps (Staatkundige overzichtskaarten); when it comes to Political geographical index maps every country has its own colour (this sometimes applies to the provinces as well). Physical geographical index maps (Natuurkundige overzichtskaarten); the colours that you see on your Physical geographical index maps indicate the height of the landscape. The borderlines have been inscribed in order for you to be able to orientate yourself. A couple of important areas have been indicated with a dot. A legend can be found with each map and has the shape of a long coloured beam. These colours do not only indicate the height of the land, but also indicate the depth of the sea.

§1.3 Thematic maps (Thematische kaarten)
Thematic maps give information about a special subject (a theme). The information is usually given in the form of lines, coloured areas, circles or pictograms (small drawings on the map). You can for example find thematic maps in De Grote Bosatlas about climate, population, tourism and the environment.

§1.4 Topographic maps (Topografische kaarten)
Topographic maps are maps that give a very accurate image of reality. You can spot many details in it. A couple of these details can be found in the section ‘Eigen Omgeving’ (map15 / 13).

§2 What a map consists of
A map must at least consist out of the following things 
· Legend
· Scale division
· Title

[image: http://www.scoutatwork.nl/images/kaart_bovenhoek.jpg]Legend:	An explanation about the colours, signs, lines, and symbols can be found in the legend. A map can often be found together with a legend, but a general legend can also be found at the start of De Grote Bosatlas. This general    legend can be used for a lot of maps in your    atlas.

Scale:	A place on a map is in reality much bigger than shown on the map itself. This means that the maps have been drawn on scale. The scale number and the ruler (schaalstok) can be found in the top of the maps. You will learn how to work with these scales in the next lesson. 

Title:	Every map must have a title that tells us what the map is about.

§3 How to search in an atlas
Many maps can be found in an atlas, but how do you find the map that you need? You can use many different and helpful tools in order to find the map that you need: the table of contents, bookmarks and registries. Map sections will be able to help you further on in finding the place that you are looking for. All these subjects will be further explained to you in this paragraph.  

§3.1 The table of content
The table of contents can be found on page 2 up to and including 9 /2 up to and including 9 of your Grote Bosatlas. Here you can find all the names of the maps and their map numbers. The table of contents is not the best way to search, but it does give you a good overview of all the information that you can find in your atlas. You can see that your atlas is divided in certain parts when you look at the table of contents:
· Kaarten, foto’s en satellietbeelden; examples and explanations on the many kinds of maps in the atlas. 
· Eigen omgeving; examples on how you, with the help of different kinds of maps, watch your environment very closely. 
· Nederland; you can find three region maps after the political geographical and physical geographical index maps. These maps basically show you every place in Holland, and can also show you the shape of the landscape. The thematic maps are shown after the landscape maps, which give you information on countless of subjects. 
· Europa; the first thing you will see are the physical geographical and political geographical index maps. Thematic- and combined index maps of different countries and regions follow afterwards. 
· De werelddelen en de aarde; You can find a certain number of thematic maps with every continent. Index maps about the earth can be found after the continents. 
· Statistieken; you cannot see how many citizens live in a place, province, or country when looking at a map. You can however find these statistics and numerous of different subjects in the charts that can be found next to the maps. 


§3.2 The Bookmarks (De Bladwijzers)
You can find the bookmarks all the way at the back of your atlas: images of Holland, Europe and the continents on which frames have been drawn. Each frame is related to a specific map in the atlas. The name and number of the map can be found in the frame. The bookmarks are especially handy when you are searching for a political geographical index map and when you know where something is located. 

§3.3 The Entry registry/ Subject registry (Het Trefwoordregister/ Zaakregister)
Entry registries can help you to look up information on certain subjects. The name and number is announced on every map. For example, when you are searching for information about earthquakes, you can look up this word in the entry registry and see for yourself that the information can be found on the following maps:
· Earth on page 212-213/234-235
· Japan on de maps 164B2D /55e druk geen
· Turkey on maps 123A and 126D/131A 


§3.4 The country registry (Het Landenregister)
Ever heard of Samoa? Or Tadzjikistan, Kribati or Djibouti? If you see these names somewhere and you want to know where these countries can be found, you can use the country registry in your atlas. 

§3.5 The name registry (Het Namenregister)
All place names, countries, provinces, mountains, rivers etc. can be found in the name registry. The names are on alphabetic order, which makes it easier for you to search.  

§3.6 Abbreviations
If you happen to stumble on an abbreviation in your atlas that you do not know, you can search for the meaning of the abbreviation in the abbreviation section of your atlas. All abbreviations that are used in your atlas are explained here. 

§3.7 Map sections 
Map sections are used in order for you to find certain places quickly and easily. A letter can be found on the top and bottom of your map while a number can be found on the right and left side. If you look in your registry, you can see that a letter and a number can often be found behind a map name. These point out at which map section you should be looking.  Because of this you know where to look on what part of the map. You always have to note down the number of the map and the map section.

§4 Reading a map
A map contains tons of information regarding a certain area. The question is how do you find this information? For this you have to learn to read a map. In order to do this you need to know the meaning of the colours, signs, lines and symbols on the map. Most maps have a system made out of lines that divides the map in compartments. What does this mean? How long is a centimetre on the map in reality? All these questions will be answered in this paragraph. 

§4.1 Legend
Explanation on the colours, signs, lines and symbols are found in the legend. Every map has its own kind of legend. An overview on the different kind of maps and legends can be found on the first pages of your atlas. The legend on thematic maps can always be found on the map itself. Make sure you use the correct legend!

A place on a map is in reality much bigger than is shown on the map itself. This means that the maps have been drawn on scale. The scale number and ruler (schaalstok) can be found at the top of the maps. 
The map of Holland has been drawn on a scale of 1:25 000 (pronounced as: 1 in 25 thousand). This means that 1 cm on the map is equal to 25000 cm in reality.

Tip	If you have to make kilometres out of centimetres, you simply remove five zeros. For example: 1:1200.000 means that 1 centimetre on the map is equal to 1200.000 centimetres in reality. Five steps are needed in order to calculate centimetres into kilometres: cm – dm – m – dam – hm – km. Every step that you go forward removes one zero. That means that in the end you are left with 12 km.

§4.3 Place symbols (Plaatssymbolen)
A place symbol and a place name indicate the location of a place. There are different place symbols. The bigger the dot, the more citizens live in a place. Some maps use other place symbols.

§4.4 Line symbols (Lijnsymbolen)
Roads, canals, rivers, borders, railroads…… They are all indicated on the map with a line. In order for you to instantly recognize whether a line is a railway or for example a road: all lines have been drawn differently. Symbols are different for each map so make sure you take a good look at your legend. 

§4.5 Circle of longitude and circle of latitude (coordinates)
You can see thin black lines on every index map. These lines indicate the map sections. When you look closely, you can see that these lines are part of a system that consists out of longitude and latitude lines. Longitude (meridian) are half circles which run from pole to pole. Latitude circles run from east to west over the earth (so horizontal). Latitude circles can vary in length! 
Your teacher will explain this more clearly in the lesson.
